TRANSPORTATION  

Transportation to and from camp must be provided by parent or guardian. Please notify the camp 

office of any car pooling arrangements for camper pick-up.  

SUNDAY CHECK-IN  

Check-in will be between 2:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. on the Sunday that begins their week of 

camping.  

WHAT TO BRING  

Sleeping bag and pillow to use for both cabin and woods. A sheet for the bed is suggested. At 

least two pairs of footwear, jeans or sweats, shorts, T-shirts, long-sleeved sweatshirt or light 

jacket, swim wear, underwear, socks and rain wear. Two towels, washcloth, soap, toothbrush and 

toothpaste, flashlight, sunscreen, insect repellent and required medication (a nurse is on duty), 

pen, stamps, writing paper and envelopes or postcards, if desired. Snacks are OK but be sure to 

send enough to share with his/her 12 cabin mates (and please take any home that didn’t get 

eaten)! 

WHAT NOT TO BRING  

1) Money (no need for money because everything is included) 2) Sport and fishing equipment 

(these are furnished by CND). 3) Peanut and Tree Nut based snacks 4) Please do not pack any of 

the following items: portable electronics/games, pocket or hunting knives, weapons or hunting 

equipment. 5) No Cell Phones (CND is unplugged) 6) Tobacco, Vaping Products, and illicit 

substances (if any are found they will be confiscated by staff and parents will be notified 

immediately).  

Camp Notre Dame is not responsible for lost or stolen items (and please double check for your 

camper’s most important things before leaving). Campers can be sent home for inappropriate 

behavior like; tobacco use and vaping, bullying, harassment, profanity, blasphemy, swearing, 

fighting, and/or causing harm to others.

Cabin assignments are made according to camper age. Assignment to a particular cabin is at the 

discretion of the Camp Director and because cabins are generally filled, changes of assignments 

cannot be made at registration.  

NOTES  

1) Please speak with the Summer Director of the office if your camper has a commitment during 

the week (doctors appointment, an important game, recital, or family event) and they need to be 

picked up during the week. We will work with you to figure out a good time to pick them up. We 

ask that you try to limit camper’s time away from the week to help improve their CND 

experience. 2) All belongings must be marked with the camper’s initials or name. 3) CND Gear 

will be available for sale at the camp store at Sunday check-in and after the closing campfire 

ceremony on Friday. 4) Nothing “good” should be sent to camp, we don’t dress up! 5) Check out 

our FAQs section of our website to get more great info about CND.
